The 
reason they did it was primarily that we as surveyors were NOT 
making submittals for our clients.

6.3 NSPS Treasurer ς John Fenn

Trig star bud $21,500 spent $8,070 about 40% of their budget. 
Hydro certification board is important to our members. It was budgeted 

$5,950 spent about $1,700 about 30%. TSOHA donated $5,000 they 
believe in it. 

CST program was budgeted about $210,000 budget spent $133,000 about 
60%.  

One more thing is ACSM has interviewed two new firms hoping for improved 
relationship with our CPA. We are excited about it because we need 
to do something and hope all the MOs and ACSM will come to 
agreement.

6.5 Joint Government Affairs ς John Matonich 

Lobby Day. We must have had 60 people. I heard nothing but success stories 
from those went. Watch the Government Affairs Updates.  

FEMA flood map modernization has changed to risk map modernization. Their 
earlier idea of modernization was to copy old maps and digitize them.

One of the biggest issues we talked about on Lobby Day is the 3% withholding 
passed in 2006 to take effect in 2012 for any governments with 
$100M total budget. Several senators expressed support for our 
request 
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Rail road monumentation preservation - Senator Boxer wants to support also 
and undersecretary of transportation in admin said "I get it. We (the 
government) should pay for it." 

We belong to a USGS coalition and have for years looking to promote the 
benefits of the USGS. 

Height modernization is still part of NGA program just not funded. There may 
be some instances where non-profits are doing project work. So we 
will seek to clearly define research vs project work so project work is 
being done properly by private entities. 

Funding for Trig Star, we are asking for ab out $100,000 from the govt. 
Senator Boxer supports the issue. We are trying to get as large a base 
of support as possible. 

The National Geospatial Advisory Committee (also known as N-GAC) was 
started about 2 years ago advises the FGDC. Only 1 of the 25 
members of that committee is a surveyor and he isn't a member of 
NSPS. NSPS are nominating me for the board.  

One of the things we did with the BLM was Gene Cooper of Colorado got me 
some bearing tree from 1899 mining claim in Colorado and I made the 
Secretary of Interior (from colorado) a pen from the tree's wood on 
behalf of NSPS. Hopefully it will help spur his interest and 
understanding of our issues. 

Jim Riney from Kentucky has access to the Lincoln boundary oak through a 
friend in the park service. He secured a piece of Lincoln boundary tree 
along with a letter of authenticity and manifest from the park service 
to UPS and to me from which I made a pen for my congressman. He is

world. I asked him to give another pen I made from the wood to 
President Obama, also a Lincoln scholar, from the NSPS. Maybe we 
can get some recognition.

Association health plans are dead in the water until Congress deals with 
health care. 

We are starting a new foundation with BLM, the PLSS Foundation.  
eLOMA certified floodplain surveyor program has hit a wall. FEMA doesn't 

want to expand the program. They would like to expand the e-
submittal of LOMAs. We are working with Dewberry to develop an 
instructional program to provide a certification; a benefit to our 
members in cooperation with the affiliates. 

The PAC raised $3,700 due to you. There will be another auction in phoenix. 
We spent just about $5,200 leaving a balance of $47,000. Thanks to 
you we have grown a great deal. All money needs to be approved by 
the PAC trustees, 9 or 10 of them, they are not easily convinced.

Neil Weston is acting chief 
of state advisors. Juliana Blackwell would like to have been here but 
has spent the week with a hydro services review panel.  
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Grav-D to have a new vertical datum by 2018. Oct 21-23 will be a conference 
in Boulder, CO for scientists to discuss how to check the new geoid 
and to evaluate that world-wide. 

The first thing you can see there is that we released 
on the 22 the Geoid 09 model. Deflect is still pending. 

We received a socio-economic study showing national spatial reference 
system worth more than $2.4 billion. The CORS alone are worth $758

of the sites out there. New vertical datum will save $522 Million. 

We just had Grav-D workshop and just finished flight lines for Gulf of Mexico, 
Puerto Rico Virgin Islands and West central portion of Alaska.  

Some workshops at our Corbin facility are also webinars.  
OPUS-DB is available to public now.  This preserves your OPUS results for use 

by others.

Schonstedt Instruments to donate metal locator for the purpose of 
locating mines. It is an indication of what your society, your national 
organization can do; a value proposition more than money in your 
pocket. 

Three years ago I went to the ACSM conference in St. Louis and entered a 
conversation with Michael Head chairman of Schonstedt 
Instruments. They had a small program that if you purchased a 
magnetic pipe & cable locator, they would a mine detector for 
people in needy countries.

The first donations we made were in September 2007. Within a month we 
got $12,000 donated for mine detectors. I had convinced my church 
that it was a good idea but now I had hundreds of people from the 
Philadelphia region that sent me all this money and I wanted to 
make sure it was a true and good program. I met with people of 
Schonstedt. They are a wonderful organization. There is no money 
rerouted, simply mine detectors sent to where they are needed. 

It is very easy for people to understand how dangerous land mines can be.

6.1 NSPS President ï John Matonich 2009 

Good morning.  Itôs a great day to be a surveyor. this has been an awesome year. Iôve 
been able to visit a number of states. One thing I enjoy as a surveyor is meeting 
surveyors and Iôve met some tremendous people this year and I have a few more 
states to go this year and a few to go next year. 

I will talk about NSPS and the presidency and then about Government Affairs. 

Yesterday at the orientation for new governors I asked the governors to keep in mind 
you are our voice to your state for information issues, guidance and 
understanding. Therefore it is important that you do certain things. Please be 
accurate as you can. Iôve heard some governorsô reports at some meetings and 
sometimes wondered if we were in the same association. There is enough 
information going around between the minutes, the committee reports, 
government affairs updates for you to have an accurate picture. 

I think itôs important for us to promote the association by demonstrating value. 
Demonstrating the value will gain members and keep us strong and growing. 
Some of the things I like to talk about us bringing to the table are advocacy, 
and belong to COFPAS, the watchdog of the Brooks Act. We are batting 1.000 
when contacted by a member turning back proposals based on price. Most are 
for very small firms, usually under the size of 5. The NSPS brings value to the 
table. 

We think it is important to us that we should be in concert with the states and not in 
conflict with the states. We should always find ways to be cooperative and 
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complimentary not in conflict. Our PAC is another way we are complimentary 
with the states by advocacy on Capitol Hill. 

We have insurance program that we like to promote in the states that it compliments 
what they have. When a member asks you, ñWhy should I join the national?ò 
show him the insurance program. Joe Dolan will tell you when he set it up 
when he was president will tell you many have told him it is one that saves 
several thousand of dollars in savings. Thatôs well worth the cost of 
membership. In todayôs economy savings of any size are a good thing. So donôt 
forget to mention the insurance program. 

One of our biggest issues that we face all across the country; we talk about it all the 
time is we are getting older. We need to attract youth. We do it with Trig-Star, a 
national program. It touches in excess of 100,000 students each year. Think 
about that. It is awesome. We have a national winner who is studying surveying 
and that is great but let me tell you what I think is really great. We have 
exposed thousands of young people who didnôt win to surveying and they are 
enrolling. In Michigan alone one of my compatriots recruited six people 
himself for the Ferris State program and they are now licensed surveyors in 
Michigan. TrigStar does what it sets out to do. 

What about our CST program? It continues to grow even in this down economy. It is a 
successful program. One of the things I like about it when someone tells me 
they are a level 3 CST I can believe they have that level of credential. The 
program is set up with awesome testing and awesome requirements - donôt fail 
to promote it. 

The publications are pretty darn good. The Bulletin continues to get better and better. 
They are working on making even SaLIS better. I know many time people look 
at SaLIS when they want to go to sleep; kinda technical and outside the arena 
many are interested in but they are working to improve on that. Now we have 
News & Views to talk about what is happing today. Please feel free to 
contribute 

My favorite thing about the national association is the networking that NSPS enables. I 
love the idea that I know fellow surveyors in every state of the union. That is a 
phenomenal thing. I am a networking kind of guy and have developed lifelong 
relationships. 

I want to ask you to look at our affiliate agreement and make sure we are living up to 
our end. It is important to make sure we serve each other as we ought. 

 Our Youth outreach is amazing. I hear something like 20,000 scouts will be at the 
national Jamboree. Surveying is one of the remaining 5 original BSA merit 
badges! Number one is the Surveying Merit Badge. Wayne Hebert, Tommy 
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Brooks will be there to touch the lives of countless young scouts and introduce 
them to surveying. 

If you have questions, if you have a member with a question answer it. If you donôt 
know the answer call anyone here you think might know the answer; any of the 
officers, the area directors or any of your fellow governors. We are here to serve 
you. 

Stand tall Stand Proud Dar-gone-it you are NSPS Governors! I am proud to be 
associated with you.

We must have had 60 people with about 40 at the 
planning meeting. I heard nothing but success stories from those went. We 
made major strides on our issues thanks to folks like yourselves who spoke with 
our congressmen and senators. 

Lawrence, Curt and I are making action items to follow up on these visits. We will 
meet once a month to follow up working together. Watch the Government 
Affairs Updates.  

FEMA flood map modernization has changed to risk map modernization. They have 
been persuaded by us because we educated them. Their earlier idea of 
modernization was to copy old maps and digitize them. Theyôve agreed not to 
do that any longer.  

COFPAES with Mr. Dolan as our delegate does a phenomenal job. Something we fail 
to do is to advertise our successes when we turn back a request for price. We 
will brag about our successes so our members will know. So watch your 
Government Affairs Updates. 

COFPAES is looking at some Green legislation issues across the country. 

One of the biggest issues we talked about on Lobby Day is the 3% withholding passed 
in 2006 to take effect in 2012 for any governments with $100M total budget. 
One must file to ask for it to be returned. 3% may not sound like a lot but they 
just took half of typical profit! There is also cost in having money held. Several 
senators expressed support for our request 

Rail road monumentation preservation. We found necessary to explain the meaning of 
the word monument. Many thought we were talking about building statues to 
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the railroad. Senator boxer wants to support also and undersecretary of 
transportation in admin said "I get it. We (the government) should pay for it." 

We belong to a USGS coalition and have for years looking to promote the benefits of 
the USGS. 

Height modernization is still part of program just not funded. There may be some 
instances where non-profits are doing project work. So we will seek to clearly 
define research vs project work so project work is being done properly by 
private entities. 

Funding for Trig Star, we are asking for ab out $100,000 from the govt. Currently 
NSPS spend $30K and grows to over $200k with funds from the states, so we 
are asking fo$100k to help grow the program to added $200,000 or $300,000. 
Senator Boxer supports the issue. We arenôt stopping there but trying to get as 
large a base of support as possible. 

The National Geospatial Advisory Committee (also known as N-GAC) was started 
about 2 years ago advises the FGDC. Only 1 of the 25 members of that 
committee is a surveyor and he isn't a member of NSPS. NSPS are nominating 
me for the board. You can't have anything without surveying and yet only one 
was on the committee. We think it is terrible. 

One of the things we did with the BLM was Gene Cooper of Colorado got me some 
bearing tree from 1899 mining claim in Colorado and I made the Secretary of 
Interior (from colorado) a pen from the tree's wood on behalf of NSPS. 
Hopefully it will help spur his interest and understanding of our issues. 

Jim Riney from Kentucky has access to the Lincoln boundary oak through a friend in 
the park service. He secured a piece of Lincoln boundary tree along with a letter 
of authenticity and manifest from the park service to UPS and to me from 
which I made a pen for my congressman. He is a great admirer of Lincoln and 
youôd have thought I had given him the world. I asked him to give another pen 
I made from the wood to President Obama, also a Lincoln scholar, from the 
NSPS. Maybe we can get some recognition. 

Weôre dealing with the fair labor standards act and professional exemption. In Maine 
surveying was not exempted so we are trying to get them to understand 
professional exemption for surveyors. 

We have a piece of coastal mapping legislation should provide work across the country. 

Association health plans are dead in the water until Congress deals with health care. 
Until then it is very low for the time being.

We are starting a new foundation with BLM, the PLSS Foundation. I will let Curt 
speak to that a bit later. 

eLOMA certified floodplain surveyor program has hit a wall. FEMA doesn't want to 
expand the program. They would like to expand the e-submittal of LOMAs. We 
pointed out the current submittal isnôt broad enough to include those 
properties that are eligible for map amendment. So they content they will 
expand the submittal to allow a broader variety of properties. We are working 
with Dewberry to develop an instructional program to provide a certification; a 
benefit to our members in cooperation with the affiliates. 

The PAC raised $3,700 due to you. There will be another auction in phoenix. We 
spent just about $5,200 leaving a balance of $47,000. Not long ago just about 
14 years, in fact, we had about $2.95 in the PAC. Thanks to you we have grown 
a great deal. Itôs good to remind ourselves that no one person directs where this 
money is spent. All money needs to be approved by the PAC trustees, 9 or 10 
of them, they are not easily convinced.  With an election coming next year we 
know there will come more requests and we will be able to reward the friends 
we have made.

Q: Washington, Bill Glassey, RR Monumentation - how will we introduce the 
legislation.

6.2 ACSM Executive Director ï Curt Sumner 

As I was walking up from the back of the room I was feeling a bit like my friend 
Benton May. He was a preacherôs kid in the same community I was in. His 
church was big enough to have a balcony in the back. Ours wasnôt. He and his 
friends were making some noise in the balcony while his dad was preaching on 
the radio. His dad stopped the sermon and said, ñBenton I want you to come 
down from that balcony and sit on the front row.ò So for about two minutes all 
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you could hear on the radio was Bentonôs footsteps as he walked up to sit on 
the front row. I felt a little like that walking up here this morning. 

Hello! Every time we have one of these I get to say, ñWelcome to wherever we are.ò 
This time is really is our home! Hope you enjoy your stay. It is quite a savings 
over Arlington. Please visit our offices across the parking lot. Tonight will be a 
reception in the pool area at 5p.m. with entertainment.  

It is rewarding to see so many of you here despite the difficulties of the economy. 

John commented on our relationship with the BLM. We are still administering the 
CFedS and we are happy to be part of that program. They expect it to continue 
to grow. John also mentioned the unveiling ceremony for the manual of 
instruction. There is a lot of anticipation about its availability we are working 
with BLM to create the foundation that will be responsible for publication for 
dissemination. The publication is currently held back by the printing office 
which must print the original run for government documents. We hope to 
make deliver for some order by mid December. They should open up on our 
website within a few weeks. 

The foundation will be made up of a number of individuals one of whom will be a 
representative of NSPS and another of the ACSM. It is very exciting because 
proceeds will go to the foundation instead of the Government Printing Office. 
The foundation will be able to do lots of good things for us through foundation 
scholarships and other things. 

John mentioned the eLOMA process. The question in my mind is ñwhy have a 
certificate if eLOMA will go away?ò Only about 38% of MT-1s submitted each 
year are eligible for eLOMA. eLOMA is today single lot with established BFE. 
The CFS was much broader to apply to the broader application. We learned 
this summer the National Flood Determination Association was able to work a 
deal with FEMA where members of NFDA will be able to make submittals for 
eLOMAs through the electronic process.  That caused consternation in our 
minds. Our investigation uncovered the fact that they are not allowed to 
provide the professional services we are. The reason they did it was primarily 
that we as surveyors were NOT making for our clients. We were doing the 
professional work and turning it over to our clients. We have not offered the 
service enough and they were. We need to know how to file the applications. 
We may be able to accomplish the goals of CFS. I wanted to clarify that. 

Another thing is our new website will be unveiled. It is now controlled by us in-house. 
As you may know it has been managed by volunteers but the system is obsolete. 
We are moving to a system on which we will control the content. The platform 
will be available to MOs also. 
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Another thing is a brief report on our outreach report from the people doing our 
outreach project. A broad group of people were to be contacted on who we are. 
We got some pretty interesting information a few days ago about who we are 
and how we are identified. We will have a formal report soon. 

I always enjoy going to the affiliate meetings and meeting other folks like myself. I 
encourage you to support and attend the 2010 conference with Arizona 
Professional Land Surveyors association and GITA in Phoenix with lots of joint 
events including the exhibits and some middle of the road educational items. 
Iôm looking forward to see where it leads us; very exciting. 

We are working the 2011 negotiation with ESRI and it may end up in San Diego in 
July will flow from ACSM Summit to ESRI User Conference. I have noticed a 
lack of representation for the day-to-day low end user - tax collector and 
government clerk. The closest thing that exists for them is ESRI that is why 
over 14,000 show up each year. Our participation will provide credibility for us 
to those who feel ESRI is their advocacy group. 

6.11 NSPS Insurance Program ï Curt Sumner 

We are really trying to find ways to expand the program and make it more visible and 
understandable and provide it in a way that we can better explain to people 
what the benefits are. We talk about the benefits. A few minutes ago John 
mentioned them and Joe was jumping up and down saying, ñI save a billion 
dollars a yearò.  

We need to spend some time evaluating what is going on in the program and find out 
how to better accomplish it. There is one train of thought that we may better 
interact with state associations where our program can become an affinity 
program for them. We are looking into that. 

I see that under your items 7.2 & 8.1 you are looking into electronic voting. I want to 
say I can assist that committee because I am approached by many looking to 
provide (sell) electronic voting services and I glean information from that, that I 
can share with the committee. 

7.3 is about exhibit hall passes a good thing but remember it becomes a society expense 
because we must make up the revenue to our partners are covered for things we 
give away. 

Under 8.2 there is an item about National Surveyors Week Poster competition NASA 
suggested a poster contest every year. Bob offered judging by the museum. And 
the museum would display the winning poster. I think it would be a good 
thing. 
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Speaking of the Museum Bob and I met with folks at Library of Congress. The maps 
exhibit was one of their most visited exhibits.

7.1 Machine Control/Guidance - Maxwell 

The first part of it is about GPS control of equipment. Iôve done a lot of research, lots 
of reading and one of the things that became obvious is that it is considered 
part of construction stake-out. Most boards of registration donôt consider 
construction stake-out part of surveying practice. Setting control is part of 
surveying. 

What is the difference between the contractor getting a set of plans and developing a 
stake-out sheet and taking those plans and developing a DTM for use by 
automated equipment? Weôd like to have a hand in but I canôt find anything 
that says it is surveying. Our Florida board says it is but they like to walk around 
the issue as much as they can. 

Requiring the DTM to be made by surveyors will be seen by most as make-work for 
surveyors. Our best route will be to write articles and put them in national and 
state publications. A paper plan holds precedence over electronic plans. 
California has a better definition. Engineers for instance think it should be 
done by engineers if it engineering plan. Writing articles in every newsletter and 
educating the public will go farther than a position statement. We need 
leadership from the national group supported by articles in every state. 

We sadly, may need harm to the public in order to make headway. It will be an uphill 
battle. Anyone with examples, please send them to me.

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Every year I report. This year I passed out a report collected from my recent e-mails and 
made a quick cut-and-paste. Thieves don't just pick on small local folks. For 
examples 100 ft from truck or during lunch break lost a total station. Here are a 
few of them. 

9/10 hit in Miami total station tribrac, cables tripod (happy they dropped data 
collector with work stored inside) 

9/10 hit on turnpike two Trimble R8 two data collectors Pac crest radio Topcon 
total station & level party chief wallet cleaned out the truck 

9/15 another theft Sokia Set630R  
9/16 white van stalks crew. Crew took off. One hour later left job again. Van 

followed all the way until they found a policeman to pull up next to. 
9/17 robbed again 
9/21 add us white van total station Sokia Set6 
9/23 total station and level  

All of this in the last 10 days! Adding up the cost exceeds $100,000. 

Some surveyors cannot get insurance any longer. You may remember I reported that a 
$10K total station had $5K deductable! In these poor economic times running 
equipment without insurance is a problem 

PIN codes work but lazy crews can foil that benefit. We need manufacturers to put in 
GPS tracking to track units once stolen. Iôd pay more for such a device. 

Most of all be careful! 

Q: Amey, On machine control I think we need a position paper - it gives us something 
to work with.  

A: Maxwell, It would be great but be need to offer more than a financial reward for 
surveyors as the reason for it. 

Q: Amey, COPS deals with actual control and monitoring of the controls. 

A: Maxwell I know control is included. 

Smith: We aren't getting away from a policy statement but we think it is important to 
get information out so feedback will help with a policy statement. Awareness 
doesnôt seem to be high enough.

8.5 GPS as Surveying (Amey)

6.22 Frank Lenik Magnetic Locators 

I wanted to talk to you about a brochure I passed out, a reprint from Professional 
Surveyor Magazine that highlights some work that Iôve done in conjunction 
with Schonstedt Instruments to donate metal locator for the purpose of 
locating mines. What it really is, is an indication of what your society, your 
national organization can do; a value proposition more than money in your 
pocket. 
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Three years ago I went to the ACSM conference in St. Louis went to the exhibit hall 
and there I entered a conversation with Michael Head who is the chairman of 
Schonstedt Instruments. They had a small program at that time where if you 
purchased a magnetic pipe & cable locator, a rather expensive machine and if 
you did that they would on e mine detector for people in needy countries for to 
help remove mines. 

I said to Mr. Head thatôs an interesting program and I think the people at my church 
would be interested but they donôt need a pipe & cable locator is there 
something we can do? It took ius about 6 months and we came up with a 
program where if my church would donate one mine detector at cost that was 
about $1,041 his company would donate a second one. 

The first donations we made were in September 2007. In December 2007 the local 
news ran an article in the Philadelphia Enquirer. That was Dec 5 a Sat on Dec 
7 a Monday we got our first check in the .ail. Within a month we got $12,000 
donated for mine detectors. That scared me. 

I had convinced my church that it was a good idea but now I had hundreds of people 
from the Philadelphia region that sent me all this money and I wanted to make 
sure it was a true and good program. I got in my car with elders from my church 
and drove to Carnesville, West Virginia to meet with people of Schonstedt. I 
must tell you they are a wonderful organization, faith based employee owned 
company. On the back of the brochure is of the 24 mine detectors we sent to 
Viet Nam. 

The way the program worked is people sent money to my church or sent money 
directly to Schonstedt. Schonstedt speaks with the United Nations and they say 
Mauritania needs 3 mine detectors and they wait until they have them and they 
are shipped directly to Mauritania.  There is no money rerouted, simply mine 
detectors sent to where they are needed. 

It is very easy for people to understand how dangerous land mines can be. You know 
you donôt want to step on a land mine. Most people donôt realize 70% of the 
worldôs people live based on subsistence agriculture. They grow their own food 
and live on that food. When we place these mines or drop them from planes we 
make that ground fallow and that means thereôs hunger. 

This is a really terrific program and I never could have started it without the National 
society of professional surveyors. This organization has many opportunities to 
give benefits all around the world. This year my home state society got behind 
me and gave a donation of two mine detectors and various chapters in my state 
have done the same. It is very exciting because they have gotten back letters 
from Mauritania and Bosnia é places you have read about in the papers but 
once they leave the headlines we sort of forget about them. 
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I want to thank you all for having me as part of your organization. The national society 
has given me more than I could have ever imagined. That is why I am here. 

On another topic, on the front of the brochure is my business card. You will read New 
Jersey Society of Professional Surveyors an affiliate of the National Society of 
Professional Surveyors. I was asked by a correspondent wouldnôt my e-mail 
signature be more effective if it identified me as the NSPS Governor. So I took 
it a step further and had business cards made. 

Thank you very much for your time.
